Loitering in the halls and 

having conversations with others is discouraged.  However, students are encouraged to clean out their lockers for 

sanitizing purposes. 

  

All school buildings will be closed and all school day instruction, athletics/sports, co-curricular activities, and 

Community Services Department activities including childcare, fitness centers, and facility rentals are canceled 

until April 6.

Dear parent(s) or guardian(s): 

 

The State of Wisconsin has communicated that all public and private schools will be closed throughout the state 

between the dates of March 18 through April 5. The current planned reopening date for us is Tuesday, April 7. 

Some other important information regarding the school closures include: 

 

- All after school activities, including athletic practices, are also canceled during this time; 

- All community use of our buildings is suspended through April 6; 

- The Valders Area Schools will hold a staff in-service day Wednesday, March 18 to allow the teachers to 

best develop virtual learning opportunities for our students. 

o All students will receive homework for the dates of March 19, 20, 23, 24, 25, 26, and 27. 

o If you do not have Internet access, you will have an opportunity to receive free Internet service. 

You can begin that process by calling Spectrum at 1-844-488-8395; 

- Students will still have spring break March 30, 31, and April 1, 2 and 3 

- Chatterbox Day Care will not be held in Valders Elementary School. Please check with your Chatterbox 

Day Care provider for more information regarding day care; 

- Students will need to take home all their learning materials, including instruments and Chromebooks for  

students in grades 3-12; 

- Valders schools are limiting all visitors to the school and district buildings. Parents, students, and visitors 

will only have access to the main office in all of our buildings. 

- If you need to pick up medication for your child, please do so by 3:30 on Tuesday, March 18. 

 

If you travel to an area that is included in the list of locations “sustained community transmission”, such as 

California, New York, and Washington, please contact our school nurse at 920-775-9500 ext.5123. The 

Department of Health Services recommends that you and anyone you traveled with to self-quarantine at home 

for 14 days and monitor yourself for symptoms of COVID-19. Please reference the attached sheets for 

instructions on how to self-quarantine and self-monitor for symptoms. Please be aware that Valders Schools will 

require compliance from students and staff with this recommendation. 

 

We will continue to monitor and respond to this rapidly changing situation. We will communicate all necessary 

information as quickly as possible. We are committed to keeping our students, staff, and community safe and 

healthy.
